Big changes ahead as UCL merger is on the horizon (2015) leading to most TCRU
staff moving from research contracts to standard academic contracts which
include teaching. 

41 staff with a range of social science backgrounds have their home base at
TCRU, nested in the UCL Social Research Institute. Major research funders include
the NIHR, ESRC, Leverhulme and Nuffield Trust. 



Leaders of research with children, young people, parents and families,
the Thomas Coram Research Unit (TCRU) is highly regarded for its policy
impact. Our research projects continue to utilise a variety of innovative
social research methods, ranging from ethnographic studies of
migrants’ everyday lives to international comparisons of parental leave
policies and impact studies of services for children and families using
linked administrative data. We are strongly international in our
collaborations and networks. 

2023 is our 50th Anniversary Year. TCRU was established in 1973 by the
psychologist Professor Jack Tizard and grew out of a critique of the
institutionalisation of the care of young children in health and education
settings.  
 
We have a long history of researching those children and families that
are most vulnerable to economic and social adversity. Today, TCRU’s
research areas include children's wellbeing and children's services;
gender, work and diverse families; and migration. Our multi-disciplinary
UCL research centre has a wealth of expertise in a wide range of
research methods and a particular tradition in cross-national and multi-
method research designs. We teach and supervise undergraduate,
postgraduate and PhD students across the social sciences.
