**Treatment of CNS disease takes
precedence and may require more
* Fundal Examination (Gass Plaques, aggressive treatment from outset

2 weekly review with optos angiography

Taper treatment gradually (over 6
months) and review 6 weekly
until complete resolution.
Thereafter, review in 3 months
then 6 monthly.
